For 
the Army IA APL, the 310B and the 5001A blade both accept AMC modules.  Examples of available 
AMC modules include an 80GB hard drive (for increased local log retention), 10GigE XFP interfaces, 
4 and 8 additional SFP GigE interfaces, etc.
